Farmland will not
be sold

BOROUGH Council chiefs have decided NOT to sell farmland at
the rear of Warrington Road, Glazebury.

The site has been removed from a list
of properties the council had been
considering for disposal.

When the sale was Krst proposed
there was an uproar from residents of
Glazebury and there was opposition
from local councillors. More than 60
people attended a protest meeting.

Council ofKcers stressed that the
land, estimated to be worth about
£25,000, was in the Green Belt and
would be sold as agricultural land with
the tenant farmer still in occupation.

But residents maintained their
opposition and the council's executive
board has agreed that, in view of the
public opposition and the fact that the
land produces a rental income with
minimal management responsibility, it
can be retained.

Coun Bob Barr, the borough's
executive member for planning and
regeneration, said: "This never was a
done deal. We listened to the public
and decided it would be sensible to
withdraw this land from sale."
