We all knew that the emergency
Budget on 22 June was %oing to
take money out of our pockets.

It is esfimated that the savings
being made to repay the couniry’s
unprecedented borrowings will be
met by a combination of fax rises
(c25% of the tofal savings and as per
the Budgef] and cufs in public
spendin% (c75% of the sovinfgsL

We already know that all but the
lowest paid public sector workers
will have a 2 year pay freeze and
their pensions might be affected
following a review. "However, further
public sector cufs will be announced
this coming Octfober.

In response fo the tax changes
announced in the Budget, most early
views are that all individuals will be
faced with higher faxes. However,
businesses in the private sector will
benefit from some tax breaks in an
effort to dllow this sector of the
economy fo grow in anticipation that
it will fuel a recovery.

Some of the key points from the
budget which affect individuals are
as follows:

e The VAT rate rises from 17.5% to
20% from 1 January 2011.

e From April 2011, those earnin
between £6,475 and £7,47
will be taken out of income tax;
those earning between £7,475
and £37,400 will pay up to

£200 a year less; no impact for

those eaming over £37,400.
e However, remember there is a 1%
rise in nafional insurance from
April 2011 which will fall on all
those eaming more than £5,720.
The rate of Capital Gains Tax on

personal asset disposals rises from
18% to 28% for higher rafe tax
payers.
There is going fo be a benefits
squeeze with respect fo child fax
credits and housing benefit and
some recipients will be affected.
* One group set to benefit will be
pensioners with the sfale pension
set to increase annually by
average earnings increases, with

a minimum annual increase of

2.5%.

Everyone is being asked to
contribute fo repaying the deficit.
Hopefully, the tax breaks for
businesses will lead fo a retum fo
economic growth.
