Friends and family who drive too fast
quarters of 18-24 year-olds believe
they have a friend who drives too
fast; 70 per cent say they have a
friend who “tailgates” and 79 per
cent have a friend who drives while
using a mobile, shaving, eating or
doing their make-up.

Drivers aged 65 or older are less
likely to have a friend they think drives

AA president Edmund King said:
