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A welcome for
lower speed limits

LOWER speed limit proposals on busy Lymm roads have been
welcomed by Coun Sheila Woodyatt.

She is now fo enlist the support of
police to ensure limits are imposed to
put an end to "idiofic driving."

Children's dental problems in
Uganda can be very different from
those in Britain.

This is o practice in  which
childhood ailments such as diarrhoea
or vomiting are freafed by gouging

out 'tooth worms' from children's
mouths.

In fact the "footh worms" are
unerupted teeth, which are sill in the
baby's gums.

lyndsay said: "Of course the teeth
are nothing fo do with the ailment, but
the practice is deeply culturally
ingrained. Dental health among the
rural population of Uganda is so bad
that living with pain is an inescapable
reality.

"We take it for granted that,
unpleasant though it is, we will have
fo endure toothache only until we can
?et an appoinment at the dentist. But
or these people, poor dental health
becomes an ongoing drag on
productivity and economic
independence."

CRU  provides much needed
freatment, free of charge, fo these
underprivileged  families and has
been corrieg out this vital work since
1996.
