o support their request for a
"resident's only" parking scheme.

One woman told the council that
parking in the area was 'geffing
ridiculous” and that new businesses
were adding fo the problem as
customers and staff parked in the
street.

George Baker, of Chapel Lane,
said he was fed up with the parking
problem and that drivers did not
consider residenfs.

"It is gefting so bad that if you left
the front door open, they would park
on the stairs."

John Wesley, from Friends of the Earth, said "These two recycling centres take
several categories of recyclable waste that the kerbside collections and the local
recycling bring sites do nof accept - including furniture, excess garden waste,
electrical items, wood and timber, batteries, and scrap metal.

'If these sites are closed, the only way to recycle these itfems will be to take
them to the Gatewarth Recycli\;\g Centre, involving a round trip of about seven

miles from Stockton Heath or

town centre and further adding fo the traffic at Gatewarth

olsfon, passing through the already crowded

The group thinks waste would end in the black bin, and taken to landfill, or
would be dumped or fly tipped, damaging the environment and costing the

council money fo clear up.

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Money Column

Employment law

OUR column this month is an extract taken
from a professional publication and is
intended 'to inform rather than advise.
Professional advice should be taken before
taking any action.

Question:  An  employee  has  been
summonsed to attend jury service for fwo weeks.
Is the employer able fo claim compensation for
the inconvenience this cause and will there be
an expeciation for the employer fo pay the
employee during their absence

Answer: Unfortunately only the employee can
expect compensation, this will be for the
following: - travel costs, - a subsistence
allowance and an - allowance for loss of
earnings. On the other hand the employer
cannot expect any allowances. They do not,
however, have any legal requirement to pay the
employee their normal salary whilst they are
away attending jury service.

Payment of wages is enfirely a contractual
matter and unless it has been agreed by the
employer to pay them their normal Tevel of salary
whilst they are absent any paymenf made is
purely discrefionary. If the employee does not
receive any wages from the employer or only
part of their normal wage they can complete a
Certificate for 'loss of eamings’ This document
can then be presented at the court to make the
claim.  For periods up fo and including four
hours in the first 10 days of jury service, the
maximum loss of eamings payment is currently
£31.56 per day. For periods of more than 4
hours in the first 10 days of jury service, the

maximum loss of earnings payment is currently
£63.12 per day.

Please note jury service does not normally last
more than 2 weeks. If you are the employer
check any employment insurance documents you
may have as there may be cover for employee
costs for jury service included, i.e additional
costs you may incur for replacement sfaff.

Question: [s it frue that from April 2010 it will
be compulsory for an employer to give
employees time off fo underiake training if they
want fo. If so what are the employees' rights and
entiflements2

Answer: For employers who have af least
250 employees, the new statufory rights for
employees in England fo request 'time fo frain’
come ‘info effect on 6 April 2010. For those
employers with less than 250 employees, this
will not come into force until at least April 201 1.
The right o request 'fime fo frain’, which is set out
in the new 'Apprenticeships’, ‘Skills', ‘Children
and Learning Act 2009". will work by giving an
eligible employee a legal right to ask their
employer fo give them time away from their main
job 1o underiake relevant fraining. The employer
will be expected to treat the request fairly an
seriously, the working model for time to train will
closely follow the one already in place which

Employees could request to enrol on a course
which will lead to a qudlification, or fo attend
lectures which may help them to develop specific
skills which will relate to their job. The frainin
can take place on or off the job and this woul
be subject to discussion with the employer and
the employee as to which would work best.

Please nofe that although the employee has
the right o request ‘time fo frain’ it is not an
automatic right fo have it granted, employers do
have the right o fumn the request down if there is
not a sufficiently good business reason to allow
the employee the time, i.e the employer does not
believe that the training would improve
employee business performance or effectiveness
in the business. There will be a prescribed list of
reasons for an employer to decline a request.
Employers would not be obliged to pay the
employee for the fraining or to pay any salary for
time taken, owever, there may be government
funding available for the training. Eligible
employees will be those who have been in
continuous employment with the same employer
for a period of not less than 26 weeks and the
may only make one request in any 12 — montl
period.

PLANS have been drawn up for a major junior Rugby League
training facility on a 22-acre green belt site at Stretton.

A planning application will be
submitted to ﬁwe Eorough council in
the near future.

The consorfium has already given
a presenfation fo a public meefin
organised by Stretion Parish Counci
and attended by more than 30 local
residents.

Mr Hurst said: "There were some
people in support of the proposals
and some against. But overall, we
were very pleased with the positive
response.

"We think this development would
be very much to the benefit of the
local community - and it would
effectively preserve a green belt site
in per eiuihﬁ

'Although  the present owners
would be unlikely to get planning
consent for housing in the foreseeable
future, who can say what the situation
would be in 20 vears' time?

"Hundreds of houses could be built
- fotally changing the character of a
rural area.”

The plans involve four rugby
pitches, a children's play area and a

small pavilion on land roughly
bounded by the A49 Tarporley Road,
Stretton Road, Spark Hall Close and
the M56.

Defails have yet to be agreed, but
access would probob\}/ be from the

Streffon Road end of Spark Hall
Close.
Existing  frees,  shrubs  and
evergreen  hedging would  be
retained.

Mr Hurst said: "This would become
the home of Cheshire Cats, which
caters for youngsfers aged 4-18. But
it could also be used by Warrington
Wizards and we would welcome
approaches from other football,
hockey, cricket clubs, efc, or even
other local organisations, so it could
become a real community facility.”

Parish council clerk linda Crewe
said: "Our role at the moment is in
keeping people informed. We
IeofFeTed every house in Streffon to tell
people about the presentation and
we were very pleased with the turn-

out.

"When o formal  plannin
application is received we wi
probably  call  another  public
meeting."

Borough councillor Paul Kennedy
said: "l will be working with the parish
council on this and taking local
soundings and seeking the advice of
the borough's development control
department. | will obviously represent
the views of residents."
