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| AM sure many readers can
remember when Lymm High School
was the top performing school in
the area.

The latest GCSE performance
tables now places Lymm below
Bridgewater, Culcheth and Cardinal
Newman in the Warrington area.

Lymm had a 65 per cent success
rate of pupils obtaining five or
more GCSEs at Grades A*-C
compared to 68 per cent at the
top performing school in the areq,
wﬁich is Bridgewater High at
nearby Appleton.

But ™ all schools were behind
neighbouring Trafford, which still
operates a selective education
system, with nine schools out
performing Warrington’s best, with
Altrincham Girls’ Grammar School
achieving 100 per cent and three
achieving 99 per cent.

Another  nearby  authority

Cheshire West and Chester had
seven schools with more than
seventy per cent and Cheshire East
had six schools with more than 70
per cent.

Mind you the performance
tables have been dismissed by
some as nonsense and Lymm was
well above the national average of
56.6 for state schools.

A dramatic fall in  grades
nationally has been attributed to a
series of reforms to toughen up the
exam system.

Problems at Lymm High School
have been well documented in
the past and the school has come
along way in the past year.

Hopefully with the continuing
improvements it will not be too long
be?ore it is once again challenging
to be the top performing school in
the area.

Finally I have received a number

of complaints from people living in
the Pepper Street area of the village
concerning dog fouling problems.

There would appear to be at
least one dog walker who is going
out of their way to try and give all
dog owners a bad name.

Please clear up after your pet as
Pepper Street is a well walked route
by many children - and your pet's
mess is a health hazard!
