This will be a huge loss to the 
village and hopefully it will re-open 
in the not too distant future.

But just like the libraries, Post 
offices are going through changing 
times, with more and more people 
now communicating via email and 
mobile phones.

Finally a big congratulations 
to everyone involved in Lymm 
Dickensian Day. Despite over cast 
skies the rain held off and it was 
fantastic to see thousands of people 
packing into the village centre.

Several projects have already 
commenced, including the 
collection of elderly people in a 
minibus for a weekly coffee morning 
in High Legh, and a dementia café 
and PCSO surgery, both at the 
Sanctuary Café in Lymm. 

A team, including the police 
and local youth workers is also 
making plans to establish provision 

for young people who routinely 
congregate in and around the 
village or parks on Friday evenings.

The admin team at Lymm Baptist 
Church offered to support the 
ongoing initiative.

Anger over “industrial style” 
house plan

PLANNING chiefs have given the go-ahead for a controversial house in the 
garden of an existing house at Lymm.

Ten neighbours had lodged objections to the proposal in Oughtrington 
Lane and there was considerable anger at the decision.

Local councillor Sheila Woodyatt voted against it and was disappointed 
that only one other member of the committee joined her.

She told the borough council’s development management committee that 
the ultra-modern style of the property would be completely out of character 
with other houses in Oughtrington Lane.

After the meeting she said: “It will be huge and it will only be about six 
feet from the existing house.

“The ultra modern style of the property really is out of character with 
neighbouring properties.”

The four-bedroomed detached house – which will have a basement 
swimming pool – will be built in the garden of an existing detached house.

Neighbours said the design of the property would not be in keeping with 
the area, resembling an industrial unit rather than a house. They also had 
road safety concerns.

But Lymm Parish Council did not object and planning officers recommended 
the scheme be approved.

The house will have four bedrooms, linen store and bathroom at first 
floor level, kitchen, dining room, quiet room, family room, office, store and 
toilet on the ground floor and a swimming pool and changing facilities at 
basement level.

A single-storey garage will be demolished to make way for the 
development.

people will be expecting parcels. People are shocked and it has all happened 
so quickly.”

A Post Office Spokesperson said: “We can confirm that due to circumstances 
beyond our control Lymm Post Office, Harrisons of Lymm, 2 The Cross, Lymm 
WA13 0HP has temporarily closed.

“We know how important Post Office services are to people in Lymm and 
we are committed to maintaining services in the area. We will continue to work 
hard to restore service in the area as soon as possible.
