She finds it hard to control her
muscles, maintain postures and co-
ordinate movement and this can

make simple activities like gefting
dressed, eating and playing
difficult to do.

It also affects the way Eva
interacts with and explores the
world, and without effective
therapy, can hold back her physical
and infellectual development.

Debbie is trying to raise £3,800
so Eva can visit the Bobath Centre
for Children with Cerebral Palsy in
London later in the year.

She has visited the Bobath Centre
on a number of occasions and has
benefitted each time.

The cenfre can  provide
physiotherapy, occupational and
speech ondy language  therapy
tailored to Eva’s individual needs
and provide support and advice for
her parents.
