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When does a hole in a footpath become dangerouse

HOW deep does a hole in a tarmac
footpath have to be fo become
dangerous?

The question is being asked by
members of the Higher lane Action
Group, who success%ul\y campaigned
for additional traffic “management
measures on the A56 in lymm when
the road was resurfaced last year.

Group spokesman Chris
Wakefield said he had assumed that
when the road was resurfaced, the
footpaths would also be repaired.

But he was misfaken - and when he
raised the matter with the borough
council he was told the criteria used
to decide if a foofpath needed

repairing was a 20mm sharp edge
trip in flagged footways and @ 25mm
|oco|15e&g depression in  farmac
footways.

Mr Wakefield said: "It seems that
holes have fo be an inch deep before
they are considered dangerous.”

He has urged Higher lane
residents to look at the footpath
outside their homes and raise the
matter with the council if they have
any concemns.

The council says the footpaths were
inspected af pre-design stage and
again at detailed design stage and
pre-consfruction sfage.

Records were also checked fo see
if there had been any claims for
fripping.

There were no significant issues
with the condition of the footpath and
visual surveys identified only a
handful of localised areas requiring
repair.
Mr Wakefield has also asked the
council if it is possible fo carry out a
survey to  see if  the fraffic
management measures  introduced
have resultled in any reduction in
speeds.

One action group member has
reported an incident when an MG

car was written off following a late
night crash involving a speeding
driver and another maijor incident
near Foxley Hall.

He wondered if a more physical
speed intervention measure might
have avoided the incidents and
added: "l hope this isn't @ warmning."

Another resident has reporfed
seeing incidents of drivers - some
exceeding the speed limit - having
"near misses” at the junction of Rectory
lane and Higher Llane, having
apparently been confused by the
traffic management  measures
infroduced af the junction.
