June Tips

The fruit garden

Spraying programmes should confinue on fruit trees, be particularly on the look out for codling
moth and red spider on apples, and sawfly caterpillars on gooseberries. Fruits on frees
carrying very heavy crops may be thinned out o give larger fruit, and to prevent impairment of
the next season’s crop.

House plant care

Houseplants such as Christmas Cacti and Cymbidijum Orchids will benefit from a spell in the
open in summer, choose a sheltered spot Froiected from excessive winds or rain.These plants
ill flower far more reliably after a break in the open.

The shrub border

Shrubs will be growing vigorously now, and will benefit from a feed with a proprietary
fertiliser. Pay careful attention fo the watering of container grown specimens to ensure that they
o not dry out in hot spells, these also will benefit from a feed at this fime of Yeor. Probably the

easiest way fo feed container plants is with controlled release fertiliser tablets, which will
provide the plant with food for up to & months.

The herbaceous border

The herbaceous border will be in full swing by now with many plants flowering. Provide
support for Io”(?rowmg variefies and remember to dead head plants after flowering to prolong
the display, and prevent the plant expending energy on seed production.

In the greenhouse

Damping down the benches and floor regularly will ensure a humid atmosphere. Temperatures
can rise rapidly in the summer months and ventilation is very important. Delicate plants which
can easily be scorched in strong sunlight may be protected by applying a layer of shading
paint to the glass.

The water garden

There is still fime fo plant aquatic plants in ponds, fish may also be infroduced to both
established pools and o new ponds which have been allowed to stand for a few weeks.

Lawn care

Lawns will need frequent mowing now, up fo two or three times per week for the finest
grasses. Waltering is essential during dry spells to prevent the grass from being burned. A
summer feed should also be applied now.

The rose garden

Confinue to spray roses using a combined insecficide and Fun%ijdde. Feeding with a specialist
rose ferfiliser will pay dividends in the production of abundant large blooms.

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Look forward to the Summer Sun

As most people are aware, the sun's uliraviolet radiation
[UVR) can cause sunbum, premature aging and skin
cancer. Ultraviolet rays are not warm, and we can
neither see nor feel them, which is why they can be so
dangerous. Certain skin types are more susceptible to
these effects. Most af risk are those with fair skin that
burns easily.

The major cause of ageing of our skin is exposure to
ultraviolet which causes pigmentation changes in the
skin eg liver spofs or sunspots, broken blood vessels,
thinning of the dermis and wrinkling of the skin.

Direct sunlight is the strongest in the summer months,
with 80% of fhe UVR occurring between 10am and
4pm UVR is also stronger at high altitudes and closer to
the equator. These rays are reflected by snow, sand,
open water, and glass and concrete on >E)ui\ding& This
can result in increased exposure of the eyes and face
to UVR, causing damage in less time. UV exposure to
the eyes has o%o been implicated in the causation of
cafaracts and macular degeneration.

Tips on how to enjoy the sun safely:

Plan your outdoor octivirr before 10am or after 4pm.
When you are outside look for shade, such as from
buildings, trees and beach umbrellas.

Profection from clothing and fabric is strongly related
to the tightness of the weave — the tighter the weave the
better the protection. Wear clothing to cover exposed
skin on your arms and legs, as well as your body. VWear
a hat with a large brim (7cm or more) to completely
shade your face, head and neck.

Wear eye protection that absorbs both UVA and
UVB. Look for stickers that say the lenses provide a
minimum of 90% protection from UVA and 95% from
UVB radiation. Eye protection does not always mean
sunglasses. Eyewear contoinin? clear polycarbonate
ophthalmic lenses, for example, absorbs most UVR
wavelengths. Protective eyewear should be chosen to

stop UVR from all directions that could contact the eye
leg wrap-around design). Price has almost no bearing
on how well a pair of sunglasses will protect you, so
check the label.

A sunscreen reduces the amount of UVR that reaches
the skin. It therefore, allows you to spend more time in
the sun without getting sunburn. Use a 'high protection’
sunscreen of af least SPF 30 that also has high UVA

rofection, and make sure you apply it generously and
requently when in the sun.

?he Sun Protection Factor or SPF number shown on
the sunscreen confainer is simply how much you can be
exposed fo sunlight before” sunburn  occurs.  For
example, if a person whose unprofected skin would
burn after 20 minutes of sun exposure uses a sunscreen
of SPF 15. This person could now be exposed for up to
15 times longer (ie 20 minutes x 15 = 300 minutes or
5 hours) betore the sun would cause a burn. Avoid
tanning lamps, booths and beds — remember, there is
no such thing as a safe tan.
