HERE are some common
potential hazards that your pet
can encounter over the festive
season.

Cats are notorious for
consuming tinsel and ribbon,
which can become stuck in the
intestine and cause it to bunch up
like an accordion. This condition
is painful and requires surgery to
correct it.

Never give your cat or dog
tinsel to play with. Cats and dogs
also see shiny baubles as
potential playthings; however
these can be knocked off a tree
and can smash on the floor
causing a danger for pets.

Some cats are fond of eating

houseplants but remember that
several festive plants are
poisonous including  holly,
mistletoe and poinsettia. Always
keep these well out of reach of
mischievous cats.

The majority of Christmas
related cases that vets see are
food related. The leading
problem is chocolate toxicity.
Chocolate is toxic to almost all
animals. A lethal dose for a
medium sized dog is about 10
squares of dark chocolate — if
your pet ingests chocolate, phone
the vet for advice. Onions and
garlic are also toxic to animals as
they contain compounds which
destroy red blood cells, so avoid

these at all costs.

Giving your pet his or her
‘Christmas dinner’ can also cause
problems — our pets are not used
to eating rich, high fat foods so
they can suffer from indigestion
and sometimes vomiting and

diarrhoea.

Overall, prevention is better
than cure. As long as you are
aware of the hazards, you can
prevent them and ensure you and
your pet have a lovely Christmas.

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Takeaway shop plans defeated by people power

THREE controversial planning applications on lymm's Heatley Mere housing
development were thrown out by planning chiefs after a massive demonstration

of 'people power'.

An estimated 200 local people
attended a meeting of the boroug
council's development control com-
mittee fo object fo two proposals for
hot food takeaway shops — one either
side of a hair and beauty salon in
Chaise Meadow.

Local councillors lan Marks, Bob
Barr and Sheila Woodyatt lodged
strong objections to both’ proposals -
and Coun Woodyaft also opposed
the third application for a shop off
Calton Road.

been assured when they bought
homes on the estate that there would
be no developments of this type.
Planning officers had  recom-
mended both schemes be approved.
They said the plans were in accord
with  the  borough's  unitary
development plan and that any
impact on residents, highway safety

and the character and appearance of
the sfreet scene would not be unduly
harmful.

The third application, from local
property developer Robert Foden,
was for a singlestorey shop unit
adjoining the existing Co-op store.

Buf nearby residents voiced fears
of parking and highway safety
problems, ~impact on the Trans
Pennine Trail and the effect on living
standards of adjacent houses.

AS Lymm prepares for its ever popular Lymm Dickensian
Festival traders in the village are to stay open later on the last

four Thursdays

efore Christmas fo give villagers an

opportunity to avoid the ‘madding crowds’.

Most traders in the village centre
have agreed fo stay open unfil 8pm
on November 27 and December 4,
11 and 18.

The move is the latest initiative by
Lymm Village Traders, the new group
working the revitalise the shopping
centre.

Representatives have also been
meeting the parish council and
Warrington Borough Council over the
vexed issue of parking in the village.

surrounding roads. When feedback
has been gathered and assessed -
probably %y early January - the
scheme should be ready to be
implemented by the end of March.

Mr Sexton added: "Within six
months we can expect fo start fo see
something happening fo alleviate
Lymm cenfre's woes."

Talks have olso been held with
lymm Rugby Union Club over the
possibility o? the club making out-of-
village parking space available for
shopieepers and their staff to free up
space for shoppers during the day.

The idea is for "affordable” parking
fees of perhaps £2-o-day

Improved signage is also planned
so that visitors to Lymm - particularly to
the Dam - who currently do not even
know the village cenfre exists are
guided to the shops.

Traders are also discussing the
possibility of Sunday opening or
standardising closing days.

Laser removal relies on using high energy pulses of
light at specific wavelengths to smash the tattoo
pigment so it may be absorbed by the body. The
wavelengths must be varied according to skin colour,
what colour pigments are to be removed, the type of
ink used, and according to the depth of the tattoo.
Green and yellow are also difficult pigments for the
lasers to eliminate due to the fact that they reflect most
of the light energy. As all pigments can be traced back
to the three primary colours red, yellow and blue, it
becomes clear that while initially effective, remaining
pigment elements can be difficult, if not impossible for
laser to totally eliminate.
