We all love to take care of our
own teeth and are proud of our
pearly white smiles but many of
our pets’ teeth are crying out for
a clean up.

The soft pet food that we feed
our animals can cause a build up
of bacteria rich plaque on the
surface of our pets’ teeth which
leads to inflammation of the
gums which can directly affect
the attachment between the tooth
and the gum.
