WELL known Warrington
businessman and sports personality
John White, has died aged 74.

He died peacefully at his home
in Croft, Warrington on Tuesday
November 3.

John was best known as the co-
owner of White’s Sports, which he
ran with his younger brother Paul,
who died two years ago.

He joined the family business J E
White of Sankey St in the 1950s.
Whites was a Men’s OutNtters and
Sports Shop which at one time also
had branches in Knutsford and
Stockton Heath.

The Sankey Street store was
demolished in the early eighties to
make way for the Golden Square
and the business transferred to
Warington Market where it
continues to trade till this day, run
by Paul's widow Susan.

John was enthusiastic about all
sports and for over four decades
sponsored numerous competitions
from crown green bowls through to
football, cricket, darts and squash.

He was a highly competitive and
gifted sportsman and in his younger
years boxed at a high level.
Squash however was his real
passion. He introduced many
people to the game, passing on his
skills and enthusiasm to numerous
friends including Warrington Rugby
legends Alex Murphy and Ken
Kelly. He played competitively for
over twenty Nve years, captaining
teams at Warrington Sports Club
and Wilderspool.

He was ambidextrous which
enabled him to switch his racket
from his left to right hand with ease.
Even in his late Nfties he was able
to regularly beat men half his age.

In later years this competitive
streak was redirected to bowling.
He played for The Bulls Head,
Farmers Arms and Nnally Croft
Bowling Club in his home village.

Son, Nick, said: “Growing up it
seemed to me that everyone knew
my Dad. When me and my
brothers would walk through town
with him it was like hanging out
with a local celebrity. We couldn't
walk 10 yards without someone
greeting or stopping him for a
chat.”

He was a lifelong fan of
Warrington Rugby League team. In
recent years a heart condition had
prevented him from getting to
games on a regular basis but he still
enjoyed watching from home and
was delighted to see the fantastic
challenge cup victory earlier this
year.

One
such benefit, however, is the provision
of childcare facilities or vouchers.
A qualifying scheme is free of both

tax and national insurance. Another
important aspect is that a qualifying
scheme does not count as income when
tax credits are calculated. However, it is
the government’s intention to scrap this
exemption from April 2011.
One condition that must be adhered

to for the exemption to apply is that an
employer's childcare scheme must be
open to all employees and cover only
registered or approved childcare.
However, there is no minimum number
of employees specified, and so
contributions into a scheme made by a
one-man limited company would qualify
for the relief.
A second condition is that the

childcare must be provided by properly
registered childcarers.
Provided that the above conditions

are complied with then the following
would qualifying for the tax and national
insurance exemption:

• The first £55 a week of the cost of
providing childcare vouchers

• The first £55 a week of the cost of
providing childcare through a third
party

• The provision of childcare in a
workplace nursery which the
employer is wholly or partly
responsible for managing and
financing
The nursery facilities can also be

made available to another employer's
staff working on the premises. This
would cover, for instance, contractors
and seconded staff.
The £55 weekly limit applies to each

individual employee, which is useful in
husband and wife companies.
However, each employee is only entitled
to one exemption. It is not affected by
the number of children in the employee's
family. Neither is it relevant whether a
second parent receives vouchers or
contributions from another employer for
the same child.
Childcare may be provided in

addition to an employee's normal salary
or instead of part of normal salary
(known as salary sacrifice). For salary

sacrifice to be effective for tax purposes,
it must be covered by a proper
contractual arrangement. In addition,
there is a need to consider any adverse
effects on:
• Eligible childcare costs for Working
Tax Credit

• Entitlement to contribution-based state
benefits

WARRINGTON Wolves' legend
Parry Gordon has died suddenly at
the age of 64.

The former scrum-half who was
a member of Alex Murphy's all
conquering 1973-74 team
suffered a heart attack.

His sudden death has rocked
former team mates and members of
the Past Players Association.

He had been with his former
team mates at Warrington's
Wembley triumph in August as
member of the Past Players from the
1974-75 Nnal who were on
parade before the kick off.

Signed on his 16th birthday for
£400 in 1963, he was coach
Cec Mountford’s last signing and
proved to be great value for

money.
At 5ft 6in and 11st 8lbs Parry

Gordon plied his trade in an era of
many top scrum-halves. He was
dubbed "Mr Loyalty" playing for just
the one club making 543
appearances between 1963-
1981.

He made his Nrst team debut, at
home to Barrow, a 12-25 defeat
in a Western Championship
game, and always gavehis best,
much to the pleasure of the
Wilderspool faithful throughout the
lean spell of the Sixties.

Things changed when Ossie
Davies took over, and brought in
coach Alex Murphy. Parry
deservedly was to taste success as
Warrington went on to win four

trophies in the memorable
1973/74 season, the Captain
Morgan, Players No6, Challenge
Cup and Club Championship. In
1978 he led his team to a win
over Widnes in the John Player
Trophy Nnal.

He, however, never won a full
international cap. The nearest he
got was coming on as a substitute
in Papua New Guinea with the
England World Cup squad in
1975. He played seven times for
Lancashire, scoring one try, and
once for the Great Britain under
24s.

His Nnal game, helping out his
club as usual, was a home win 14-
7 against Castleford. Parry
Gordon had given 20 years’
service to the club, his appearance
total being second only to Brian
Bevan.

Pictures show Parry being
inducted int he hall of fame three
years ago by late Chairman
Nobby Clarke and with his former
team mates at Wembley this year.
