WE have no doubt the historic villages of Lymm and Thelwall 
will survive as separate entities despite the insensitive actions 
of the Local Government Boundary Commission in monkeying 
around with their boundaries.

People living in the Lymm part 
of the new electoral ward of Lymm 
North and Thelwall will still have a 
Lymm postal address and will be 
no less a Lymm resident than those 
living in Lymm South.

We know residents of Thelwall 
who are just as proud of their local 
community as any “Lymm  Grey” 
and who will lose little sleep over 
being torn apart from Grappenhall, 
with who they have been paired for 
more than 100 years.

But this doesn’t make the 
boundary changes, which have 
now been approved by Parliament, 
any more sensible.  We said last 
month the changes defied all logic 
and nothing has happened since to 

make us change our view.
However, what is done, is done 

and everyone living in Lymm and 
Thelwall (and a significant part of 
Grappenhall too) will have to put 
up with it.

The council elections to take 
place in May will be contested 
on the new boundaries and some 
existing councillors will, assuming 
they are re-elected, find themselves 
representing different people living 
in different areas.

We salute the local politicians, 
of all parties, who did their best to 
stop the changes coming into force. 
They had a strong, common sense, 
argument but it did not impress the 
Boundary Commission “experts” 

who were only interested in the 
mathematics of the situation

One local politician went so far 
to describe their conclusions as 
“stupid” and we would not argue 
with his choice of word.

Lymm High regains top spot in 
schools’ league table

STUDENTS and staff at Lymm High School are celebrating after 
the publication of the official league tables showed that the 
school has regained top spot in Warrington.

Seventy four per cent of students 
gained the key benchmark of at 
least 5 A*-C grades including 
English and Maths, more than any 
other school in the borough.

The school also saw the best 
results at A’level, with 53% gaining 
A*-B grades and 79% A*-C grades 
and the highest average grade per 

A’ level entry in Warrington.
Headteacher, Gwyn Williams, 

said: “There is no complacency 
about these results. We recognise 
that, with the wonderful cohort of 
able and motivated students we 
have here, we absolutely should 
be somewhere near the top of 
these tables. Nevertheless, the 
results are a confirmation of the 
fact that the school is in really good 
shape and we will use the energy 
this generates to ensure that we 
continue to go from strength to 
strength.

“Exam results matter a huge 
amount in terms of the opportunities 
they open up, as well as for the 

confidence that a good set of 
results can give young people. For 
this reason, we will never shy away 
from keeping excellent academic 
performance at the heart of our 
vision for a great school. There is a 
real desire in the school to build on 
these excellent results over the next 
couple of years and I have every 
confidence we can achieve that.

“Staff worked incredibly hard 
last year to help so many students 
get over the line and they deserve 
tremendous credit for that – as, of 
course, do the students and families 
themselves. I congratulate all of 
them wholeheartedly.”

Roger himself is delighted to 
be able to return to the Lymm 
Hotel where he stayed on many 
occasions pre-match.

“Bill Shankly used to take us to 
the Lymm hotel before some of the 
big games at Anfield,” recalled 
Roger, who started his playing 
career at Cantilever Park, the home 
of Warrington Town FC. 

Tickets are selling fast for this 
unique event  which will feature a 
huge collection of 1966 World Cup 
memorabilia as well as a “never 
before seen” collection of images 
of the team during their stay.

The event is being enthusiastically 
supported by the Lymm Hotel’s new 
manager Jamie Mcdonald.

A STUDENT from Lymm with a talent for making a noise has 
secured a spot at the UK’s top university for those who like to 
work behind the scenes.

Sounds like Will has a lot to shout about
Will Thompson, aged 17, will 

join the Royal Central School of 
Speech and Drama – the equivalent 
of Oxbridge for those interested in 
production arts – after two years 
studying at Warrington’s Priestley 
College.

He wowed lecturers with his 
passion and ability to create sounds 
to accompany stage productions.

Will said: “It was my first choice 
and I’ve had a month of sleepless 
nights waiting to see if I got in.

“I visited and loved the university 
environment and the lecturers’ 
attitude towards letting you 
discover things for yourself.”

The Royal Central School of 
Speech and Drama was founded 
in 1906 and became part of the 
University of London in 2005.

Among its alumni are Laurence 

Olivier and Harold Pinter.
Will, who has been creating 

sounds with an array of 
“instruments” since he was at Lymm 
High School, set his sights on the 
university after Priestley tutor Mark 
Edgington suggested it would be 
his ideal destination.

In order to impress lecturers and 
gain more experience, he secured 
work with director Matthew Gould 
creating sounds for him at home 
before helping set the stage for 
a performance at TESTBED1 in 
Battersea.

Will, who studies production arts, 
electronics and music technology at 
Priestley, is also providing sounds 
for a performance at the Edinburgh 
Fringe Film Festival.

If past efforts are anything to go 
by, he can achieve anything with a 

little imagination and creativity.
For when he was asked to create 

the sound of a telescope being 
dragged along a theatre floor 
he found a solution – dragging a 
bin full of chicken feed across his 
garage.

“I love the process of having an 
idea for a sound, putting it together 
and seeing if it works on stage,” 
said Will.

“It’s also fun to see how a cast 
and audience react to the sounds 
you have created.”

A FORMER Lymm man who won a 
three-year battle with cancer is to 
take part in the London Marathon 
in April to raise money for the 
charity Leukaemia Care.

Alistair “Ali” Harwood aims to 
not only complete the run, but to do 
it in a “competitive time.”

Ali was born and grew up 
in Lymm and was a pupil at 
Ravenbank Primary School before 
moving up to Lymm High School 
and then Staffordshire University.

He was diagnosed with 
Hodgkins Lymphoma in 2009 – 
just weeks after starting a new and 
exciting life in Surrey.

He went through three years of 
gruelling treatment, including a 
stem cell transplant, but is now in 
full remission.

He sees running the marathon 
as a way of returning some to the 
wider cancer sufferers’ community.

He has set himself a target of 
raising £2,000 and has already 
raised 96 per cent of it.

A former Scout, Ali worked as a 
chef at the Church Green and Jolly 
Thresher pubs and was a regular at 
the Golden Fleece.

He is well known around Lymm.
His father, former parish council 

chairman Tim Harwood, said: 
“I’m sure his many friends would 
be more than willing to help him 

raise much-needed funds for such a 
deserving cause.

“Any marathon is a challenge 
to even the fittest, but for someone 
who has been through such an 
ordeal, we are all finding his efforts 
that much more remarkable.”

Now 28, Ali is getting married 
to Lara at the beginning of April, 
and is living in Banstead, Surrey, 
working as an IT Professional in 
Central London.

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‘Save the dolphins’ 
campaigner 

detained in Japan
A Lymm man who volunteers for conservation charity Sea 
Shepherd was detained and then refused entry to Japan 
where he had planned to peacefully demonstrate against the 
slaughter of dolphins.

Builder Tony Land was questioned 
for more than two hours before 
being ordered to return home.

Sea Shepherd believe the refusal 
to allow Mr Land entry to Japan 
is an attempt to hide the brutal 
slaughter of dolphins at Taiji, where 
there is an annual “dolphin drive.”

Mr Land is a veteran crew 
member with Sea Shepherd 
and has taken part in numerous 
campaigns, including one previous 
visit to Taiji.

It is not the first time a Sea 
Shepherd volunteer has been 
denied entry to Japan.

No reason has ever been given, 
although Japan has claimed that 
volunteers arriving with tourist visas 
are not tourists.

Bloodshed
Sea Shepherd campaign co-

ordinator David Hance said: “We 
believe that these refusals are 
desperate attempts by Japan to 
hide the bloodshed that turns the 
waters of Taiji’s now infamous cove 
red with the blood of dolphins and 

pilot whales, and evidence that 
Japan knows Sea Shepherd has 
been effective in exposing these 
atrocities to the world.

“Anthony Land, like all of our 
Cove Guardian crew, traveled to 
Japan to peacefully document and 
expose the brutal drive hunt in Taiji 
within the boundaries of Japanese 
law.

Massacre
“Though carried out by a handful 

of hunters, this massacre of ocean 
wildlife brings shame to the entire 
nation of Japan. As Sea Shepherd 
founder, Captain Paul Watson, has 
said, our volunteers are ‘armed’ 
with the world’s most powerful 
weapon – the camera.

“I find it very interesting 
that none of the Sea Shepherd 
members have broken the law or 
acted inappropriately while on the 
ground, and yet they continue to 
deny our access. It really makes me 
wonder what they have to hide, if 
what they are doing is OK.”
